APPLICATION LETTER FROM COMPANY FOR APPLICATION TO APA 2010
Formal application letter with an overview of all applications the company participates in, individually or as part of a group, shall be submitted within the application deadline. 
The application letter must include the following and in the following order:

1. Applicant and contact persons 

2. Table with listed application(s)

3. Short review of the application(s)

4. Copy of the receipt for paid application fee

1. Applicant and contact persons 

Give the company name, address and nationality, as well as name, title, telephone and e-mail address for the contact person. At least one contact person should be available in Norway for Norwegian authorities during the whole application period until award.

2. Application list

The applications must be listed in order of priority and with suggested operator and participating interests, in table “Application list from company”. The basis for the table is in excel format on NPD’s internet web site http://www.npd.no/APA2010. Additional rows can be made. One example of filled-in application table is shown in the letter template on next page.

A copy of the receipt must be enclosed in the application letter. When the company participates in a group application (AMI) and the fee is paid by one of the group members on behalf of the group, this must be marked in the checkbox in the application table. A scanned copy of the receipt for the payment shall be enclosed as a separate file on the CD/DVD containing company information. The file should be named “Application fee_(block)”.

One copy of the application letter must be sent or delivered, together with the binder containing company information and any binder(s) with application(s), to the Ministry of Petroleum and Energy (MPE) and one identical copy to the Norwegian Petroleum Directorate (NPD). If the company does not itself submit any of the applications in which the company participates, the application letter must be sent/delivered to the MPE and NPD together with the company information. An electronic pdf copy of the application letter must be included on the CD/DVD with company information. The file should be named “Application letter_(company name in short form)”.
